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Here we are again, finding ourselves amidst another seasonal change. Supposedly, the first day of spring 
will be here in less than three weeks, on March 20th.  I would normally end that sentence with an           
exclamation point, but being that we live in the state of Colorado, I must regretfully end that statement 
with a period. Colorado is a beautiful state, and there’s no other place in the United States of America I’d 
rather live---I can say this truthfully, because I’ve lived in a lot of different places across the country, have 
visited many others, and am relieved and proud to call this place “home.” But all of us Coloradans know 
that just because the calendar says it is spring time, we may still be dumped on with pile after pile of 
snow, as if we were still consumed in the heart of winter! 
 

I eagerly anticipate the spring---my favorite of all days are the ones when you look up at the sky and see 
the deep grays, purples and blues filling thick clouds, while the baritone rumble of thunder every so often 
echoes in your ears.  I love the smell of cement soaked in rain, and the sound of falling water on my    
windows---but unfortunately, I know that type of day won’t reach us in full swing until at least the end of 
May. For us, this month, they predict mixtures of rain and snow---ugh!  The worst! It’s an uncomfortable 
and sloppy mixture, that leaves you feeling schizophrenic in your wardrobe choices, and the legs of your 
pants (or skirt!) damp, up to the heel. 
 

Throughout time, the seasons have been strongly associated with the mindset and will of the Divine. Of 
course, as participants in Western culture, we tend to embrace meteorology over myth and folklore---but 
if we were to step back from that for a moment, for the sake of lighthearted exchange—I wonder what 
March would say about the state of the Divine. 
 

The mixture of snow and rain has always resembled, to me, a sort of atmospheric indigestion.  If we were 
to look at the weather more mythically, perhaps we would surmise that the Divine is experiencing      
sympathy pains for our Lenten season! 
 

Lent is a time of waiting… it is a time of discomfort and sacrifice, enacted for the sake of recognizing the 
past, and awaiting future renewal.  It is a time of mixed emotions, and physical uneasiness resulting from 
the various forms of fasting we participate in, as we look toward the rejuvenating moment of the Easter 
resurrection. 
 

So perhaps this year, as the sky and our stomachs rumble together, and as we slosh through the lingering 
snows of winter, we can understand with more clarity, what it means to wait with perseverance and 
strength, for the rejuvenation of spring showers, and the recovery of thriving life we celebrate on the day 
of the resurrection.

 REPORT OF PERMANENT ENDOWMENT  
FUND COMMITTEE  

     December 31, 2009 ended a very tumultuous year for the Grace Permanent Endowment Fund.  During 
the year, as a result of market turmoil, the value of the PEF reached its lowest level in several years, around 
$380,000.  On December 31, 2009, the value had recovered to $465,231.59.  As of that date, since the 
foundation of the PEF fifteen years ago, total gifts to the PEF have amounted to $420,669. 
 

     As you know, if the value of the PEF exceeds $500,000 at a year end, a limited amount can be drawn 
from the PEF to fund certain expenses of Grace during the subsequent year, principally building support 
and missions.  That has happened only once, in 2008, when about $20,500 was used for such purposes.  As 
the markets stabilize and move higher, we should be able to use PEF distributions for such purposes again. 
 

     During 2009, the Grace PEF received $1,570 in gifts and memorials.  As we enter the new year, I would 
ask you all to consider a gift to the Permanent Endowment Fund, either a current gift or long term gift from 
your estate.  Your gift can be a memorial gift in the name of a loved one or an anonymous gift as you wish.  
Such a gift will help insure that Grace will remain a viable ministry to the population of south Denver in 
future years.
